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BURNED IN A MINE,

A Terrible Accldent at Belmont, Yo
terday,

About noon, yesterday, the startling in-
tellizence waa recelved in Helona that
fire had occurred in tunnel No, 8 of the
Belmont mine, and that six men were in
tho mine who, 1t waa believed, were buras
od, Later in the day the sorrowtul tidings
were confirmed,  Very meagre partloulars
hued been recelved up to a late hour last

mght, but from the best Informatlon wo
could get, tho tacts appear to be substans-

tially as follows :

At about one o'clock yesterday morning,
the blacksmith shop belonging to the Bel-
mont mine caught fire, which was speedily
communicated to a magazine containing
[Tercules Powder, The magazloe explo-
ded with terriflic force, the jar which it
oceasioned resembling, it is snid, the shock

of an earthquake, 'Che firo rapidly spread .

to the shaft near the blacksmith shop and
from thence to tunnel number 8, There
were, at the timey eight men working in
the mme. Two of the men escaped with
but little, if any, 1wjury, The remawing

8ix, however, were imprisoned and burned |

to death before any nssistance could reach
them, At last accounts flve dead bodies
had been taken from the mine, and thero
was no doubt that the remaining man was
dead, although no traces of his body had
been found,

The names of the six men who were
canght in the awful furnace are J. Shorter,
H. MeDonnell, Thos, Woods, James Ku-
gur, —-— DBraslaw, and Patt Loughlin,
Beveral of the men aro well known 1o Hel-

ena nnd have many friends here. Thos.
Woods was married 1 this city less than a
year ugo.  The origin of the fire wus not
certainly known, but it is said that some
'men had eaten their supper Thursday eve-
miog in the blacksmith shop and the sup-

position was that the flames caught from -

the fire which they left,

The damage to property was, we undgr-
stand, trifling as the firc occurred in a
worked out portion of the mine, and will
not oceasion any stoppage of the mill,

The sincerest symputhies of our ptople
are extended to the bereaved famlics of
the men who met with such a sudden and
awful death.
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
