Thirty Men Shut up in a Mine by a
Gas Explosion.

GAS EXPLOSION,

PorrsviLLs, Pa., May 9.—A grest ex-
plosion of gas occurred this morning
in the Wadesyille mines pear 8t. Clair.
A number of men are imprisoned and
it seems impossible to rescue them.

BECUND DISPATCA.

It is reported [rom St. Claic that 80
men are iinprisoned inthe Wadesyille
mine. Theiwr criea for assistance can
be plainly heard. 8ix bodies have al-
ready been discovered.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

1. Crawg, Pa,, May 9.—The terrible
explosion of gas which oceurred in
Wadexville mines this morning result-
ed in killing and wounding nine men
and imprisoning five others. Wades-
ville shaft 800 feet deep is belween
Potsville and St Clair, and operated
Ly Philadelpbia & IHeading Cual Co
The warning of the accideot was & sud-
den alarm sent up to the bosses for aid.
Descending immedintely they recoi-
ered the bodies of Juo. Durken and W.
Eiwrk, killed, and hoisted them
the surface. Seven more were
then reached, all seriously burped,and
it 18 thought three cannot possibly re-
cover Thres men were imprisoned
and behind 20 tons of coal displace
by the explision. Alarge force uf mn
ners are removing thie mass of coal
Some think the imprisoned men can
be reached by night, while others think
it will be impuossible to liberate them
befure morning, a8 the gang way whiech
they are confined runs under the sur-
face for over a mile, and getting ui
them is a slow and laborious task
The scene at the mouth of the shaft i-
beart rendering, A large 1mubwr o f
men women aud children are gather d
there anxiously waiting the result of
their friends and relatives, Betore the
men can be rescued it is feared it will
be tun late to save their livea. They

1 p, m., their chance of esdcape 1
gloomy.

Tuesday Morning, May 15, 1877

A terrible explosion of gas oc-
curred in the Wadesville mines last
Wednesday moming, killing and
wounding nine men and imprisoning
five. Wadesville shaft, 800 fect deep,
is situated between Pottsville and Si.
Clair; and operated by the Philadelphia
and Reading Company. The first warn-
ing was a sudden alarm sent up to the
bosses for aid. Descending, they recov-
cred the bodies of John Durken and
William Kirk, killed outright. Seven
more men were then reached. Three
cannot recover, Five men were buried
behind tweniy tons of coal, which was
displaced by the force of the explosion.

Bome  think the
imprisoned” men can be reached by
night, while others think it will be impos-
sible to liberate them before morning, as
the gangway in which- they are conlined
ruos under the surface for over a mile,
and getting at them iy a mlow 2nd labori-
ous task, The scene at tha mouth of the
shaft is heartrending, A Jarge number of
men, women and children are gathered
there anxiously awsiting the rescne of
their friends and relatives. The names
of founr of the five men imprisoned are
Benjamin Mosley, Herbert Moore, Thomas
Connors and Josoph Milwood. Before the
man can ba rescued it is feared it will Le
too late to mave their lives, They have
been in sincs 10 o'elock, and at 1 . m,
their chance of azcape is gloomy.

Theamas Conners, ameng the laat of the
maon bronght out, had his bead and both
legs blown off. Herbert Moore, another
of the victims, presented a frightful ap-
pezrance, liin face and body being dread-
fully burned and dislgored. John Dor
kin was thrown with great violenco against
Lhe props and walls and instantly killed,
Edward Weaklin, who eseaped, :fn.a-.'.rihna
the gas after igniting as fiying thronglh
the mine with lightsing rapidity, destroy-
ing everything in its path, Wenkiin lienr.
ing the (lrst report, quickly laid down ang
the gas passed over him,

It scon becams nocessary to fan {rash
air into the mine, 8o foul had the gas be-
come that those sent to resene men could
only work at short intorvals, James
Hoady was badly burned, and it is doabt-
ful if e can recover,

T'wo miners have just come up and re-
port that a large quantity of coal has
fallen on Nenjamin Mosely and it will be
impessible to get at him™ for some time,
No hopes are entartained for Lig TeCOVETY
alive. Tho latest intorination indicates
that seven man hare been killed and six
seriously injured by tho erplosicn,
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
