‘morning by which 17 miners were killed.

taming from work stepped cut nto the
pen air.

Their places were at onse taken by 10
men, wno were to take up the work they
nad just abandoned, and the cage was
started toward the depths below.

The rope had been unwound but & couple
of tims from theslowly revolsing windlass,
‘when there was a sudden snap, and a ery of
‘horror trom the shaft in which the cago had
‘bat a moment befors disappeared.

Tho rope had broken, and the cage, with
11819 inmates, was precipitated to the bot-
tom of the mine.

Anumber of miners who wero through
work and waiting 1o be relieved wers at
the bottom of the shaft, waiting for the
cage to take them out.

Amidst them, narro ly missing some, the
cage

1t broke, aud, befors theie eyes, wero the
mangled bodies of the compasions whom
they were awalting.
